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Living Water Drama

Theme: The living water of Christ restores relationships between Christians.

Characters:

Person 1 

Person 2 

Props: None

Script:

Pl and P2 stand several feet apart facing each other, sideways to the audience, with heads down. 

Both start together by looking around in a big semi-circle with one hand shielding their eyes. They both see each other and wave. 

Hypocrisy scene:

They walk towards each other and shake hands looking pleased to see one another. Then they both look towards the audience and show a look of disgust and dislike. They look back to one another (pleased), back to the audience (disgusted) and finally back to one another (pleased), then return to their original positions, heads down. 

Again, they look around, see one another and wave. 

Misunderstanding scene: 

They run towards each other as if to embrace, arms outstretched, but miss. Both looks around as if to say, "Where could he have gone!" Both turn around slowly, see each other suddenly, wave, run towards each other and miss again. Both look around, shrug and return to original positions, heads down. 

Again, they look around, see one another and wave. 

Possessiveness scene:  

They walk towards each other and shake hands looking pleased. When they go to move away, they find that they are stuck. They pull and tug. Eventually, Pl puts his foot on P2's leg and pulls. They come apart and Pl falls over. Pl gets up and dusts himself off. Both look puzzled. They return to original positions, heads down. 

Again, they look around, see one another and wave. 

Hurt scene:

They walk towards each other and P1 puts out us hand for P2 shake. P2 goes to shake it and P1 quickly moves his hand away and laughs jokingly at P2. P1 does it again, this time laughing harder at P2. P2, frustrated and determined, tries for the hand again, but when P1 succeeds in fooling him again, he is crushed and sad. P1 is happy at his defeat, but a little regretful when he sees P2 so hurt.  

P1 goes to sincerely try to shake P2’s hand, when P2 immediately withdraws and puts his arms up in front of him as if to make a wall (if you wish, he can mime building a wall). Pl looks surprised, moves forward and finds the wall between him and P2. Pl tries shouting and waving, but to no avail. He walks around P2 feeling the dimensions of the wall. Then, unable to penetrate, he walks dejectedly back to his place. Both face the audience. 

Pl puts his hand to his ear as if he's heard something. He moves around on the spot, stopping a couple of times to see if he can hear it again. Pl sees something on the ground and points to it as he walks to the place. P2 becomes curious and watches from behind his wall. Pl starts to scoop water in his hands and drinks. As he does, great joy and freedom comes over his face. P2 slowly comes forward and also drinks, experiencing the same joy and freedom as a result. They notice one another with surprise and embrace. Then Pl points to the water and then to the audience, P2 nods in agreement, and both bend down and joyfully splash imaginary water on the audience. 

Explanation:

Because of sin, man has broken relationships. l) hypocrisy, 2) misunderstanding, 3) possessiveness, or being trapped, 4) unintentional hurts which make us build walls from fear of being hurt again. Only in Jesus, the living water, can we find acceptance, forgiveness and restored relationships with our fellow man. Once we have tasted God's grace and forgiveness through Jesus, we can forgive one another and experience restored relationships

Window Washer

Theme: Examine your heart before focusing on your outward appearance and what people think of you. 

Characters:

Window washer 

Friend 

Props: Bucket (if desired)

Script:

A person walks on stage as though he were carrying a bucket of water and sets the bucket down beside himself. He outlines a window in front of him using a zipping motion, holding each corner. This allows the audience to imagine a window. He then picks up a rag out of the water and rings it out. In round motions he washes his window keeping inside the lines designated at the beginning. He drops the rag back into the water and picks up a squeegee. After running it along the window he runs his fingers down the edge of the squeegee to clean it and flicks the dirty water off his fingers. He repeats this approximately three times depending on the size of the window. After setting the squeegee in the bucket, he stands back with his hands on his hips to admire his job. He looks at the window and then looks at the audience with a thumbs-up to show his good work. He picks up the bucket and is just about to walk away when he notices a little spot on the glass. He tries to gently wipe off the spot, but it doesn’t come off. He tries to scrape it off with his nail. This doesn't work, so he breathes on it and wipes it with his sleeve. He throws the bucket of water onto the window and begins to frantically scrub the spot (with great exaggeration). Finally, he gives up and sits down on the bucket looking dejected. 

After a short time a friend walks in and motions as if he’s asking what’s wrong. The washer motions his attempts to clean the spot and his frustrations at not being able to clean it. He sits with his face in his hands when he is done telling the story. The friend goes up to the window, looks at it and thinks. He steps next to the window and opens a door and goes inside. He’s facing the audience looking out the window and smiles. He goes out the door, taps the washer on the shoulder and directs him to follow him inside the door. Once inside, the friend points to the spot on the window. The washer looks at him and rolls his eyes as if to say “yeah, I know there’s a spot on the window.” The friend shakes his head and points again. He breathes on the window and wipes away the spot with his sleeve. The washer, amazed, hugs his friend with joy.  The end. 
Explanation:

This drama can be effective in illustrating the way we are so concerned with how things look on the outside when actually it is the inside we need to straighten out. God looks at the inner man. I Samuel 16:7b, "...man looks on the outward appearance, but the Lord looks on the heart."

The Peacemaker

Theme: Peace and friendship.

Characters:

Person 1

Person 2

Person 3

Props: None

Script:

P1 and P2 enter from opposite sides of the stage. They ignore each other. Each plays alone, juggling, playing ball, etc, as they move about the stage. They accidentally bump into each other. They both show anger and frown. They put their hands on their hips and stick their chins out. They remain face to face but move in a circle threateningly till back in the first position. 

P1 slightly pushes P2’s shoulder. P2 pushes back. P1 pushes again, this time harder, and P2 responds likewise. They grimace, clench their fists and begin to spar.

P3 enters during the fight and observes until they actually begin to spar. P3 approaches and stops the fight. P1 and P2 step apart so that P3 is in the center. They are still eyeing each other with contempt. P3 mimes the explanation of a duel. This can be done by pretending to place them back to back, then motioning a count of 1 to 5, then motioning that they move apart and then quickly turn around and draw their hands out.

Then P3 actually places P1 and P2 back to back. P3 stands behind them and gives an exaggerated count of 1 to 5 so that the audience can see. P1 and P2 walk apart 5 paces during the count. Then turn to face each other, arms at their sides. Then, simultaneously they bend elbows like drawing a pistol, but with palms flat and stiff. P1 and P2 march toward each other to shake hands, but miss and pass, walk 5 paces. They turn and hesitate. P3 urges them to try again. They miss, walk 5 paces, turn and advance again. P3 meets them at center stage and stops them. P3 motions them to shake. They hesitate, still frowning. P3 urges them more. Finally, they make a tiny shake and frowns fade.

P3 claps with delight. He urges them on. P1 and P2 gradually smile and shake harder and harder. P3 breaks in and shakes hands with each of them. All three happily exit together.  The end.

Trust in the Lord

Theme: The importance of leaning on God instead of self.
Characters: 

4-6 people

Props: 

Sign that says “God” in Russian

Sign that says “SELF” in Russian

Staging: 

If it's done on a stage, at one part of the stage (has to be against something like a wall or a pole) there is a sign that says "GOD".  On the opposite end of the stage there is a sign that says, "SELF". 

Script:
The play starts with a person coming on the stage minding their own business until they come across the two signs.  The person takes a moment to look at both of them with a puzzling expression.  He or she then decides to go the sign that says SELF.  He or she then begins to lean against the wall or pole that is under the sign and as soon as they are totally leaning on the pole they find them self having their feet slip under them and they fall completely to the ground.  They are stuck where they are.

Another person then comes on the stage in the same way and again decides to go with leaning against the SELF wall.  They too slip. 

You can have several people do this same thing but all in unique ways to make it funny and not the same thing every time.  One person can come out acting really "cool" with sunglasses and a comb and think they have it all together but they too fall.  Even the way  they   fall can be unique (some fall right down or others find  themselves   slipping slowly down until they don't even realize that they have reached the floor).  

After a few have chosen to lean on SELF and have fallen, a person comes on stage and sees all that have fallen and  is unsure where to go.  He could turn to the children and with a puzzled look and ask them where he or she should go by pointing to one or the other.  By this time, the children will shout out that he should chose to lean on God. He eventually decides  to lean under the GOD sign.  He leans firmly against the wall or pole.  

Finally, one more person comes on stage and sees what has happened.  He or she looks at the person leaning against GOD and the others who have fallen and thinks about it for a moment.  Then the person goes over to the ones who have fallen and helps them up.  They  then all go over to the wall with GOD and all at once they lean against the wall with confidence and it ends with them all giving a content sigh and smile.

Explanation:

This skit has to do with the decisions we all make to either lean on our own understanding or trust God throughout our life.  All the people in the skit were different but they all faced a similar choice and ultimately in the end one can only stand firm by leaning on God.  You could close the skit by reading Proverbs 3:5-6.
Building Walls

Theme: God’s Word as a defense against Satan. 

Characters:

3 main characters plus any number of extras. 

Props:

Christian, Satan and Jesus all have signs on them showing their names. 
Large Bible with sign in big letters, "God's Word." 

Costumes:

Satan dressed in black or red, Jesus in white. All other actors may be in any colors except red, black or white. 

Script:
Christian comes on stage, is playing, running, having fun. Christian might mime playing catch with a ball, kicking a soccer ball, reading a book, etc. 

Satan comes (snakelike) squirming his way on stage from an upstage position, behind Christian, mimes that he is hiding from Christian, and watches what Christian is doing. 

Satan gets a thought, (light comes on in mind), as though "Ahaaaaa!" 

Satan shares an aside with the audience, chuckles, points to Christian with both index fingers, then both index fingers to own chest. "He will be mine!" 

Satan, aside to audience, points both index fingers to audience, to own eyes, to own chest, points at his strongman muscles. "You watch me, I am strong!" Satan chuckles, points to Christian with both index fingers, then both index fingers to own chest. "He will be mine!" 

Satan snakelike squirms his way to Christian, large phony smile on Satan's face, taps Christian on shoulder, points to Christian. Satan motions "come" with hand, inviting Christian to come with Satan. 

Mime shakes head no, goes on doing what s/he has been doing, although nervously looking out of corner of eye to check to see what Satan is doing. 

Satan becomes angry, taps harder on Christian's shoulder, points at Christian, waves decisively for Christian to come with him. 

Christian very firmly shakes head no, points at own "Christian" sign, points finger at Satan and then at the sign "Satan", "I am Christian, you are Satan, no!" 

Jesus comes onstage at upstage position, watching what is going on, frowns, goes to Christian, offers Bible to Christian, (make sure that the sign "God's Word" is very visible to the audience). 

Christian shakes head no, points to own head, "I am smart." Christian points to Jesus, points to own eyes, "You watch." 

Christian picks up imaginary large, heavy blocks, stacks them all around Christian. 

Jesus tries to tell Christian this is not going to work, tries to hand the Bible to Christian again. Christian shakes head, points to own head again, "I am smart." 

Jesus is sad. 

Satan is watching all this, "gets an idea," points to himself, points to head, "I am smart." 

Satan goes to Christian, points to self, mimes lifting a block, offering to help. 

Jesus warns Christian, "no", Christian holds up hand to stop Jesus from interfering. Christian points to Satan, mimes lifting block, shakes Satan's hand, "thank you for helping." 

Satan looks back at Jesus, laughs uproariously, points to own head, to own muscles, "I am smart, I am strong!" 

Jesus is sad, shakes head. 

Satan and Christian place blocks all around Christian, very high, Christian shows that he can hardly see over top of the blocks. Christian looks at the wall which has been built, mimes that it totally blocks Christian in. Christian puts hand over top of the wall, shakes hands with Satan. Christian then goes back to playing, reading, very proud of wall. 

Satan is laughing as he watches Christian. 

Group of people come on stage, Satan greets them. Satan offers one a car, offers another lovely clothes, another money, those people mime driving, showing off clothes, and counting their money. Satan then offers one person a drink, another a cigarette, another a syringe for drugs. 

Christian mimes yelling at the people not to listen to Satan, but people can't hear Christian. Christian tries to get out of the walled-in area, can't reach high enough to climb over. Christian tries taking a run at the wall to knock it down but it is too sturdy, he can't knock it down. Christian finally, crying, watches helplessly from inside the wall. 

Each person mimes how happy they are until they are overcome by the effects of Satan's "gifts," then they fall to the floor, dead. Satan lifts a hand, lets it fall to the floor, checks for pulse. Satan laughs as he does this. 

Christian looks at Jesus, falls to knees in prayer. Jesus comes to Christian, with a sweep of hand "destroys the wall", takes Christian's hand, leads him outside the walled area. 

Satan, very angry, comes after Christian, points at Christian, then at self, "you are mine!" 

Jesus stands between Satan and Christian, points at Christian then at self, "Christian is mine!" 

Satan grabs Christian's arm, tries to pull him away, Jesus hands Bible to Christian, shows Christian how to hold Bible out, "aim" it at Satan. Satan cowers back, tries to come at Christian from another direction, Jesus shows Christian how to hold the Bible between Christian and Satan, Satan again cowers back, hissing. 

Here is where you can have some fun with Christian's use of the Bible. When Satan attempts to get to Christian, Christian can hold it over own shoulder, between own legs, mime yawning while using the Bible to defend against Satan's approach, the idea being to show that Christian has found that there is nothing to worry about so long as Christian is using the "Word of God." 

Finally Satan is very angry, Christian laughs at Satan, Christian waves Satan away. When Satan doesn't go Christian holds the Bible up while running at Satan. Satan falls all over himself getting off stage. The End.
Explanation: Jesus does not want us to be shutting ourselves away from the world, but to use His Word as a defense against all that Satan and the world can throw at us.
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Deep in Sin

Theme: Sin keeps us from the good things God has to offer.

Characters:
3 main characters plus any number of extras. 

Props: Two large boxes marked "Good Things" and "Sin" in Russian

Script:

Person comes on stage, yawns, stretches, looks up at sun, squints, kicks at imaginary something on the floor, yawns again, bored. 

Notices the two large boxes on the floor, looks inside the "Good Things" box, smiles, nods approvingly. Looks inside the "Sin" box, mimes "wow!" 

Person puts arm deep inside the "Sin" box when person stops, shocked, scared, looks around, holds hand to ear, there has been a voice. 

Person looks around stage, under the boxes, everywhere, holds hands to the sides, palms up, puzzled look on face, shakes head, hand cupped to ear, "I don't know what that was!" 

Person "shakes it off," goes back to "Sin" box, sticks hand in deep again. Again person reacts to an unseen sound. Looks around. 

As person looks around, again reacts to a sound, backs up, crouches down, tries to hide. Teeth are chattering, shaking in fear, looks upward. Mimes word: "God?" Mimes, yes, nodding head affirmatively, falls back again. 

Person looks up, cups ear as though listening, registers surprise/pleasure, points index fingers upward, then to left side of chest where person draws a large heart, then points both index fingers to chest, to indicate "You love me?" Person would points to self, show shock, surprise that this is true, "who, me?" kind of reaction. 

Person holds index finger up, deep in thought, listening. Points to "Good Things" box, points index fingers to chest, nods in agreement. Points to "Sin" box, points to chest, shakes head no, wags finger. Repeat this several times to clearly get across the fact that person can use everything in "Good Things" box, but must avoid the "Sin" box. 

Person looks up, nods in understanding, happy, waves goodbye to God. Turns to walk back to boxes. 

Have it that the person passes "Sin" box on way to "Good Things" box. Person obviously fears the "Sin" box, takes wide detour around that box, as this happens person looks up acknowledging to God that this is what is being done. 

Person goes on to "Good Things" box, takes out various things, miming their use or value. These might include: eating a banana, driving a car, wearing a hat, playing with a bunny, playing the piano, typing on a computer. All the time the person is enjoying these activities. 

Soon person begins to tire of these activities, starts eyeing the "Sin" box. After a number of furtive glances upwards toward God, then over to the "Sin" box, person kind of meanders over to "Sin" box, backs up to the box, opens the flap of the box with the hand behind person's back. 

Instant reaction as person "hears" God's voice, falls backward in fear, gets on knees, asking forgiveness, miming "sorry!" 

Person listens, looks upward, agrees, looks at "Good Things" box, points to self. Person looks at "Sin" box, shakes head no. Repeat to clarify to audience. 

Person smiles, salutes upward, waves goodbye. Person goes back to "Good Things" box, is involved happily with "things in that box", but soon mind wanders back to "Sin" box. Person gets up, glances quickly upward, holds finer to mouth, "sssshhhh", tiptoes toward "Sin" box. 

Person has only made a couple of steps when again reacts to "God's voice". Person becomes sly and cunning, mimes stretching, doing exercises, jogging, trying to show that was all that was happening, "who me go to 'sin' box?" Nahhhhhhhhhhhh! 

Person goes back to "Good Things" box, searches and picks something small out with fingers, then carefully pulls it apart, puts in ear, takes the rest, and puts it in other ear. 

Person cups one ear, then other. Holds hands out, palms up, at shoulder height, shakes head negative, "can't hear a thing!" 

Person puts left hand and arm deep in "Sin" box, look of great wonder on face, "wow!" Person has a great time, dreamy look on face as Person enjoys playing in the contents of the box. 

Person 2 comes along, mimes "hi". Person 2 mimes, points to self, holds hand out toward box, "can I put my hand in there too?" 

Person agrees, waves, invites Person 2 in. Person 2 is excited, tries to get hand in but can't find a way to get hand in box around Person's body. 

Person points at Person 2's leg, then points at opening to box, "put your leg in the box." 

Person 2 puts right foot in the box, immediately gets a happy, blissful look as the enjoyment is experienced. 

After a short time Person 2 looks at watch, registers surprise, points at watch, waves goodbye to Person. Person looks sad, but waves goodbye to Person 2. 

Person 2 goes to take leg out of box, can't move the leg, it is stuck. Careful that Person 2 doesn't telegraph the fact that there will be a problem getting leg out, Person 2 goes straight from waving goodbye to almost falling over when leg won't come out. 

To lend reality Person 2 will keep toes of right foot on the ground, bend left knee, tilt to the left side. Repeat several times quickly. 

Person registers surprise, with right hand tries to help pull Person 2's leg from the box, struggles, can't help. 

Person holds right hand up to Person 2, signals, "wait", then Person goes to take own left hand out of box. Again, don't telegraph the fact that the hand will be stuck. Person will have smile on face which will instantly evaporate as left hand won't come out. Person keeps right hand in same position in box, lower right shoulder to show that a strong effort is being made to pull left hand out. Person grimaces, straining, grits teeth, trying hard to remove hand from box, look of panic and fear comes over face. 

Person holds up right hand again, "wait", waves right hand around, grasps a part of own left arm which can be seen above box, pulls hard on left arm, the hand slips a little but left hand will not move. 

Person holds up hand again, "wait", puts right hand deeper in box, tries pulling left hand out, can't, then after struggling tries to take right hand out, it is now stuck as well. Person now tries pulling both hands out, show this by rocking shoulders up and down alternatively. 

Person 2 grasps Person's left arm, pulls very hard, finally Person's hand breaks free, Person's right hand is still stuck to own left wrist. As Person's hands come up quickly out of box, Person's left hand goes to Person 2's right shoulder where it "sticks". 

As the two rock back and forth, they lean far over resulting in Person 2's foot coming loose from the box, as the foot comes up it encounters Person's right leg where it sticks. 

Any number of other actors come on stage, watch for a short time then try to help, they too get all stuck up together. 

One or two actors come on stage, watch, shake heads. Then as all other actors look downstage, freeze, the final two actors show a sign: "Sin - there's a sticky punishment." 

All actors off stage. 
Explanation: God demands obedience because sin is sticky and it will pull you down into a bad life. The good things God has to offer us truly are good because of Jesus’ salvation. There is much freedom in obeying God.
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The Garden of Eden

Theme: Sin, self-control, God’s omnipotence.

Characters:

Three “trees”

Main Character

Props: Signs saying “Garden of Eden” and “Do Not Touch” in Russian

Script:

A mime enters holding the sign "Garden of Eden." Another mime is the tree with sign around the neck that says, "Do Not Touch." Other mimes are in the garden and are also trees. 

The trees should have different shapes. Some are straight and some are twisted and bent. Some are up high and others are crouched. This should be an interesting visual image. Use different height levels and depth in the area that you have for staging the mime sketch. 

Mime enters and begins to dance in the garden. The mime approaches the various trees. The character should be playful. Dance, do summersaults and cartwheels if possible. Take a piece of fruit from a tree. Take a bite. Wow-it is amazing. When done, pause, slowly turn and look at another tree. Take another piece of fruit and it tastes even better. Remember, this would be the first piece of fruit that this person would have ever tasted! 

Slowly, turn and look at the "Do Not Touch" tree. Lick lips. Suddenly, stop. Turn away from the tree. Then with back turned, begin licking lips again. Turn to look at the tree again. Slowly approach the tree. Stop. Look intensely at the tree as if the imagination of eating the fruit keeps growing. Finally, reach for and take the fruit. Stop in a neutral position and then take a bite. (SLOWLY to build suspense.) It is truly delicious and juicy. The initial reaction is sheer bliss. With each bite there is a gradual change to recognition of that which is around you and a sense of fear arises. Increase the fear with each bite. Then change from fear to anger. The character looks around the garden with suspicion. The trees all back away with fear of the person. Freeze. 

Explanation: God knows all; we have never been intended to know everything. Be content to live with that which God provides because it is good and nourishing. Other themes: sin, Adam and Eve, self-control.  

Generic Individuals

Theme: The body of Christ working together. 

Characters:

This drama will consist of seven mimes, who could be men and women of any age. Also a male voice over will be used at the end of the drama. 

Props:

Mimes 2-6 will be holding one box each. These boxes should be approximately 2'x2'. One "face" of each box will be bright white. The opposite "face" will be a bright color of some kind. It is important that each mime have a different bright color. All other sides of the boxes should be plain brown or black.

Costumes:

For added effectiveness, the mimes should be dressed completely in black, (long-sleeved shirt and pants). They could have white face paint on as well. It is important that all mimes look very similar, so there should be no individual make-up markings on the mimes. 

Script:
Drama begins when all six mimes enter stage left. Mimes 2-6 are holding their boxes at waist height, ensuring that only the white side is showing. The bright colored side should be against their stomachs. 

Mime 1 positions himself at center stage, facing the audience, and bows his head until all other mimes are in place. 

Mime 2 goes to the far right side of the stage and positions himself facing the audience, and bows his head until the other mimes are in place. 

Mime 3 does exactly the same thing, leaving some space between himself and Mime 2. All other mimes follow, leaving space in between each of them until they have formed a semi-circle. 

Once all mimes are in place, Mime 1 lifts his head and smiles. He looks up and lifts his hands upward as if giving praise. He offers his heart to God and is so happy. He indicates that He wants to do more for God by trying to look for more to give. This is indicated by holding both hands to chest and hold hands out as if heart is beating. Holding his hands upward, he releases his hands open to God. He takes a few moments to look around and try to offer more things, but cannot find the right thing. During this time the other mimes remain completely still. As he is walking around he takes particular notice of the white colors on the boxes. He admires Mime 2's box, then admires Mime 3's box. As he goes to Mime 4 and Mime 5, he realizes all the boxes are the same. He indicates this through a confused look, scratching his head, looking at the previous boxes, etc. After he looks at all the others mimes, he shrugs his shoulders and moves to center stage. 

Mime 1 is doing some planning - he walks around trying to measure things, scratch his head, etc. Mime 1 has an idea and gets excited as he looks up again. He looks back at the mime's boxes, shrugs and goes to Mime 2. Mime 1 looks at Mime 2 and takes his box. He sets it on the floor at center stage, ensuring only the white side is still showing. He then goes to each mime and takes their boxes and neatly lays them in a row, facing the audience. Once he is done, he looks at the row, but is not happy. He looks around for some ideas. Mime 1 is visibly frustrated, and sits down at stage left. 

Mime 2 looks at the others and waves them toward the boxes. They all step forward and take their boxes back to their spots, still ensuring only the white side of the boxes are showing. 

Once all the mimes are back in place, Mime 2 looks and points at the white side. He motions that he really doesn't like this color. He would indicate this by sticking his tongue out or pinching his nose as he points to the white side. Then, Mime 2 smiles as he gets an idea. Slowly he turns his box around so the white side is now against his stomach and the colored side is facing the audience. He then indicates that he loves this color and is very happy. 

Once Mime 2 has finished this, Mime 3 does the same thing. Then Mime 4 and so on, until all the mimes are showing their individual brightly colored boxes. Then Mime 1 stands up to look around at the bright boxes. He turns to the audience and smiles as he motions upward. He quickly runs to Mime 2 and motions him to center stage to put his bright box on the floor. As Mime 2 steps back into place, Mime 1 goes to Mime 3 and leads him to center stage to put his box on top of the one on the floor. The same thing happens with Mime 4 and Mime 5. When Mime 5 goes back into place, Mime 6 and Mime 7 go to center stage at the same time. They go to either side of the stack and hold their boxes up beside the second highest box, to make a cross. 

As Mime 6 and Mime 7 hold their boxes, Mimes 1-5 simultaneously approach center stage and make a semi-circle on either side of the boxes. It is revealed to the audience that a cross has been built with the boxes. As Mime 6 and Mime 7 continue to hold their boxes, all mimes look up and life their arms in praise. 

Voice over: 

And many nations will join themselves to the Lord for that day and will become my people. Then I will dwell in your midst, and you will know that the Lord of Hosts has sent Me to you. 

Exit stage. 

Explanation: As Christians, how can we use our individual qualities when we are working for a common goal? Even though the boxes are different colors, they all used their individual personalities to work together for God. 
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Into His Wonderful Light

Theme: Good verses Evil. God’s salvation

Characters:

8 people plus a male voice over

Props:

None

Costumes:

God - dressed in all white, (white long sleeved shirt, white pants, and a white sash tied around his forehead. He should have six white sashes in his pockets He would always have a calm smile on his face, unless otherwise noted. 

Devil - dressed all in black, (black long sleeved shirt, black pants, and a black sash tied around his forehead). He would always have a smirk on his face. 

6 members of the "group" - all dressed in black long sleeved shirts and black pants. They also have black sashes, but they have them tied around their heads, pulled over their eyes so they cannot see. For safety matters, have them always with their heads downward so they can have their sashes slightly up enabling them to see the edge of the stage. 

Script:

The group of six are standing completely still side-by-side in a row, facing the audience. They have their sashes over their eyes.
Voice over: 

But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy. Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires, which war against your soul. 

The devil enters from stage left. As group remains perfectly still, the devil walks around and eyes up the members of the group. He smiles cruelly at the audience and snickers to himself. Rubbing his hands together in excitement, the devil walks in front of the group. He turns his back to the audience as he faces the group and raises his arms straight up. Group remains completely still until the devil brings his hands together above his head and claps once. Immediately upon that clap, the group simultaneously goes down to their knees. Note that all of the mime's movements should be simultaneous and quick. The devil turns to the audience and smiles coyly. He turns back to the group and raises his arms above his head again. 

This time, as the devil claps once, the group remains on their knees, turn to their right. They place their right arm on the back of the person to their right and raise their left arm above their head with their hand in a fist. They would freeze at this point, giving the impression that they are about to drive a dagger into someone else's back. Again, the devil turns to the audience, looking very satisfied with himself, and rubs his hands together again. 

The devil raises his arms above his head. Before he claps, God enters from stage left. He should have a look of concern on his face. Going unnoticed, God would clutch his heart as he looks in anger as what is going on. When the devil claps once, the group would follow through their movement with the imaginary dagger, and drive it into the back of the person to their right.  At the exact time the group drives the daggers in, God would grab his shoulder with both hands, as if feeling the pain of those hurt. Then, simultaneously, they would stand and bow their heads to the devil.

When the group is standing and facing the devil, the devil would begin to walk around, impressed with his troops. As he approaches the left side of the stage, he sees God, who is looking at the devil with absolutely no expression. The devil obviously gets nervous, but then remembers about his troops. He points to the group and then points to himself as if indicating his ownership over them. God simply shakes his head at the devil and points to the group and then to himself. Sarcastically, the devil claps his hands once in defiance of God and the group simultaneously kneels. 

The devil laughs and points to the group, and turns to God as he points to himself. God walks past the devil toward to the group. The devil is quickly behind God, waiting to see what God may do. 

God approaches the first member of the group. The devil grabs God's hands and claps them once for him. The devil laughs with glee as that member of the group shows no response at all. God merely shakes his head at the devil and turns back to the member. As he walks in behind the member, he slowly takes the black sash off his eyes and throws it to the ground. The member squints at the light, and then smiles and becomes excited by the fact that he can now see. God hands the member a white sash, which the member ties around his forehead. The devil isn't too worried about this - after all they are many others in the group. 

One by one, God removes the black sashes from the group's eyes, and gives them white sashes for their foreheads. When God gets about half way through the group, the devil gets very upset. He walks in front of the members who already have the white sashes and claps once, expecting them to respond to him. When he claps, all the members do is smile at him and turn to God, bow their heads and lift their arms in praise. 

The devil, very upset, begins running around, clapping wildly in front of the members' eyes, hoping to convince them to come back to him. When each member has had their black sash removed and has their white sash on their forehead, God walks to the middle of the group. They all turn to God in praise. Slowly, the devil sinks to the ground and cowers at God's feet. 

God will raise his arms to the audience, as if inviting them to come to him. 

Voice over: 
But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy. Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires, which war against your soul. 1 Peter 2:9-11

The End. 

Explanation: There is a war for your soul. The devil wants you to follow him and he will do all he can to keep you blinded to the salvation God has to offer you. 
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Noah and the Monkey

Theme: Noah, obedience.

Characters:

Translator

Noah

Monkey 

Props: None

Script:

Noah enters searching. Monkey enters and is playing. Noah approaches the monkey. The monkey stops, waves hands over head and pounds chest. Noah stops and sits. Monkey sits. They both look forward. Monkey looks at Noah. Noah turns to look at monkey as the monkey looks away. They continue this with increasing speed until they are going very fast and then they are looking at each other. Monkey again beats chest, stops, and moves closer. Noah waves at monkey; monkey waves and moves closer. Noah moves closer. Monkey moves away. Monkey waves both hands over head. Noah does the same. This mimicking between Noah and the monkey can continue until Noah and the monkey are both prancing around like monkeys. Monkey then jumps, straightens up and pounds chest. Noah jumps, begins to straighten and suddenly stops. Noah holds his back. Noah has hurt his back. He hobbles with the monkey watching. He finally sits down and puts his head in his hands and shakes his head. Monkey comes over and puts hands on Noah’s shoulder as if consoling. Noah suddenly thinks of something. Monkey senses something, waves good-bye and prances off. Noah tries to catch the monkey from the seat position. These grasps into the air are in vain as the monkey exits. Noah is left on stage holding his back. 

Translator: And Noah was called by God to catch 2 of every animal. 

Noah holds up two fingers as if to say, "Two?!!" He shakes his head and faints on stage. 

Translator: God’s calling can be important…and overwhelming!

The Blind Heart

Theme: Judging character instead of outward appearances. 

Characters:

Person 1

Person 2

Person 3

Person 4 

Props: 4 paper hearts 

Script:
Scene opens as Person 1 enters stage left. He is wearing a red heart on his chest. He stands at center stage with head bowed for a moment, to allow the audience to settle. Slowly he raises his head and looks around. He shows that he is quite excited, and begins to dance around, waving his arms and smiling. 

After a few moments of this, Person 1 looks around. He looks around to see if there is anyone else around to be with. Looking all over the stage, he realizes he is all alone. With a sad face, Person 1 slowly walks back to center stage. 

Suddenly, Person 1 has an idea and gets a big smile on his face. He cups his hands around his mouth and begins to 'call out' in every direction, hoping that someone will hear him. Person 1 continues to call out as he dances around, trying to show anyone who may be watching what a fun time he is having. After a few moments of this, Person 1 realizes he is still alone, and sadly walks back to his spot at center stage. 

While Person 1 is pouting, facing the audience, Persons 2, 3, and 4 enter stage right. They slowly walk in, looking around in amazement. Persons 2, 3, and 4 are also wearing large red hearts on their chests, however each of their hearts are shaped a little differently. They must all look like hearts, but they have to have enough of a difference between them to be visible to the audience. As Person 2, 3, and 4 look at each other, they get very excited and begin to dance around. 

Up until now, Person 1 has not noticed the others enter. As soon as they start dancing around, they quickly catch Person 1's eye. Person 1 gets very excited as he now has friends to play with. He joins the others in dancing and skipping around. After a few moments, Person 1 stops right in his tracks while the others continue dancing. Person 1 gets a very disappointed look on his face when he sees the hearts on the chests of the others. He continues to stare at the others until they stop dancing and wonder what is wrong with Person 1. 

Person 1 points to his heart on his chest. He smiles as he outlines its shape with his fingers and shows how proud he is of it. While the others watch, they too are very impressed and excited by this. Persons 2, 3, and 4 line up shoulder to shoulder and each proudly display their hearts. 

Person 1 shakes his head as he goes to each one and compares his heart to the other hearts. When finished, he shows that he is very uncomfortable with the others because they are not like him. MIME 1 turns his back toward them and slowly walks away toward downstage left. 

The others aren't sure why Person 1 is leaving. They shrug their shoulders and join hands in a circle to play a game. They look over at Person 1 standing all by himself and 'call' over to him to come and play. Person 1 ignores them and keeps his back to them, with his arms folded defiantly. 

The others are confused and are unsure why Person 1 doesn't want to play. They scratch their heads and try to think. Person 2 has an idea, so he whispers to Persons 3 and 4. They all smile as if it was a great thought. They get lined up shoulder to shoulder again, and try to see what differences Person 1 saw in them. They look at each others hearts and smile at each one. As they are standing there, Person 1 casually looks over his shoulder at them. Person 1 cannot believe that they do not see any difference between them. He gets so frustrated, that he runs over and tries to point out the difference between everyone's heart shape. He slowly traces each one, trying to make the others understand, but Persons 2, 3, and 4 continue to smile as they see each other's heart. Completely frustrated, Person 1 throws his hands up in the air and storms away to his place at downstage left. 

Persons 2, 3, and 4 are very sad by Person 1 leaving. They all lower themselves on their knees and begin to pray. As they are praying, Person 1 continues to stand with his back turned to the others, defiant and disgusted. After a moment or two, he curiously turns back toward them to see what they are doing. When he sees them praying, his mouth drops in amazement. He begins to smile a little, and turn toward the audience. He points to the others and smiles and then folds his hands in prayer. Person 1 then points to himself, as if excited that the others are praying for him. He looks down at his heart, and then looks at the other's hearts. He smiles as he slowly walks toward Persons 2, 3, and 4. He pauses for a moment, then kneels down beside them and begins to pray. 

After a moment, they look at each other, then look up and smile. All stand and begin playing and dancing together. They hold hands as they jump and run, exiting the stage.

Explanation: As humans, we immediately recognize physical as well as personal differences when learning how to tell people apart. How do we convince our eye to not see and to stop making judgments about what is before us? Perhaps instead of trying to lead with a blind eye, we should lead with a blind heart. 
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
